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Reflection 

The Importamce of Helping Others 

In the gospel reading today, Jesus is going about his ministry when “people brought to him a deaf man 

who had a speech impediment and begged him to lay his hand on him.” The beauty of this episode is 

that the people did not allow this man to suffer alone. This man did not go to Jesus by himself but the 

community aided him. The people pleaded with Jesus on his behalf obviously so because he could not 

speak for himself as he had a speech impediment. There is a collective 

effort to bring him some help and this person received healing 

through the kindness of others. 

 For us too, we have a duty as Christian people to bring others 

to God’s presence and to intercede for others on their behalf. Doing 

things for others, whether it be small or big, unplanned or regular vol-

unteering is a powerful way of living our Christian values.
